ALLOTMENTS:
Where are they?

• There are 211 active allotment sites 
containing a minimum of 6,300 individual 
plots

• Sites are geographically quite 
widespread, with 55% of sites outside 
the main cities of Glasgow,
Edinburgh, Dundee and Aberdeen

• 69% of sites are local authority owned 
23% of sites are independently owned.

• Owners include a university, a housing 
association, a convent, various trusts 
and other estate/private landowners.
